WOW! What a fantastic week of
Vacation Bible School we experi-
enced this year! It was truly amazing
to walk around the Family Learning
Center and see the teachers, shop-
keepers, and even some of the
children dressed in  Egyptian
costumes and full makeup.

Teachers and children were fed exceedingly well by Lotus

and lIsis in The Food Shop with daily snacks and learned the Egyptian names for the foods they
enjoyed. They also visited different shops each day in The Marketplace. Some of the things they
learned were how to write in Hieroglyphics, how to weave their own baskets, and
about the Egyptian jewelry and makeup that was worn during that time. During
this time the children were encouraged to share with the people in The Market-
place about our “One True God” and invite
them to join us in our singing celebrations
each day. Many of the shop keepers became
believers of the One True God and one shop-
keeper even smashed her idols.

The most important shop in The Marketplace
this year was The Sandal Maker Shop. At this
shop, the children decorated flip flops to be
sent to an orphanage in Ethiopia. They also collected socks and money to

transport the sandals and socks.

It was great seeing the kids learning about the children in the

orphanage and doing something for others during VBS.

At some part of the day, the children were able to visit with Joseph and learn
about his experiences; both in prison and the palace. They witnessed guards
capturing his brothers when Joseph had accused them of theft. They also spoke
with him about their own personal experiences of forgiveness and were able to

convince him to forgive his brothers.

Teachers and students shared in their Family Groups special
“God Sightings” that they witnessed on a daily basis. These
were written on a paper pyramid in the Learning Center for
everyone to view at their leisure. The Pyramid is still there if
you would like to view it today.
